BREEDS OF DOGS
Afghan Hound — large, longhaired hound that hunts by sight
Airdale — the largest terrier breed
Alaskan Malamute — sled dog with dramatic black and white face markings
Basset Hound — a scent-tracking hound with sad-looking eyes and long ears
Beagle — a small, brown and white scent-tracking hound

Boxer — a large, brown and white guard dog trained to work with police
and the blind

Brittany Spaniel — a short-tailed, tall spaniel, usually orange and white

Chihuahua — the smallest dog, a member of the toy breed, has short hair
and big ears

Cocker Spaniel — a short spaniel with long ears and a silky, wavy coat
Collie — a large, long-haired, herding dog originally from Scotland

Dachshund — a short-haired, brown hound with short legs, originally bred
to track badgers

Dalmation — a large, black-spotted coach dog, a non-sporting breed
English Setter — a sporting bird dog with a silky coat and white markings

German Pointer — a short-haired, sporting dog with a brown head and
white-spotted body

German Shepherd — bred as a herding dog, this popular guard dog has
brown, thick fur

Golden Retriever — a sporting bird dog, with long, silky, golden hair

Great Dane — one of the largest guard dogs

Greyhound — a racing hound cued by the sight of its prey

Irish Setter — a sporting breed with long, dark red hair
Labrador Retriever — a black, short-haired sporting breed
Pekingese — a small, brown, long-haired toy breed with a dark pug nose

Poodle — a non-sporting breed that is often clipped into a stylized
appearance

Scottish Terrier — a black terrier made popular by President Franklin
Delano Roosevelt

Siberian Husky — a grey sled dog with a white face

Weimaraners — a grey, short-haired, German pointer; a sporting dog used
for hunting
