PART 1: WORLD HISTORY

CAUSES FOR EXPLORATION OF THE NEW WORLD (1492-1700)

. The Crusades (1100-1270 AD) created a desire for foods, spices, and clothing in Europe.

. Need for new sea route to Asia

Prince Henry of Portugal starts a school for navigators

Desire for money and gold

5. Desire to convert Native Americans to Christianity

6. New inventions that aided travel such as the astrolabe (an instrument that allowed sailors to
find their position from the stars), the magnetic compass, (an instrument for finding direction
with a magnetic needle) and the caravel (a stronger sailing ship)

7. Rulers of European nations like Spain, Portugal, France, and England wanted power.
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EFFECTS OF EXPLORATION OF THE NEW WORLD ( 1492-1700)

. Many Native Americans died from European diseases.

. Spain created a rich empire in Mexico and South America.

. African slaves were brought to the New World to work in the mines and on plantations.
Expansion of Christianity in the New World

England, France, and Holland encouraged permanent settlement in their colonies. England
claimed East Coast of North America. France occupied Canada and the Louisiana Territory.
Holland claimed New York.

6. England, France, and Holland sought a Northwest Passage to Asia through northern Canada.
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EFFECTS OF THE SCIENTIFIC REVOLUTION (1660-1789)

1. Focus on the scientific method: knowledge and principles of the universe are gained by:
1) Observing the world through the senses 2) Developing conclusions and generalizations
based on these observations

2. Movement away from superstition (magical beliefs) and speculation (guessing) about the
laws of nature and the universe

3. Less reliance on thinkers from the past such as Aristotle, Plato, and Thomas Aquinas

4. The order and logic of the universe is fully understandable.

5. Natural rather than supernatural forces govern the universe.

6. New discoveries in mathematics and physics: Descartes (1596-1650) — mathematics is the

highest form of thought. Newton (1642-1727) — discovered law of gravitation (attraction
between massive bodies due to gravity)

7. New discoveries in chemistry: Lavoisier (1743-1749) — law of conservation of mass (matter
can change its state, but its quantity stays the same)

8. New discoveries in medicine: Edward Jenner (1749-1823) — proved that vaccinations
provide immunity against disease. Van Leeuwenhoek (1632-1723) — discovers bacteria
using a microscope.

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CHANGES BROUGHT ABOUT BY THE COMMERCIAL
REVOLUTION (1500-1700)

Rise of capitalism which stressed investment in production and distribution of goods,
personal profit, and competition for markets

Decline of the medieval guild, an organization protecting and promoting one product to
discourage competition and trade.

Workers were paid in wages instead of goods.

Rise of mercantilism which stressed government control of the economy to improve the
prosperity of a country.

Establishment of colonies or territories overseas to provide raw materials and income for the
mother country.

Increase in capital (money for investments)

System of coins and paper money develops

Expansion of banks where money was kept for saving, investments, or exchanges
Growth of regulated companies, association of merchants who formed monopolies to
protect their interests.

Development of joint-stock companies where investors profit from buying shares in a
business venture

Charters granted to wealthy or favored citizens for exclusive rights to trade and land

CAUSES OF THE WESTERN DEMOCRATIC REVOLUTION
(1600-1815)

Beliefs of the enlightenment (a new way of thinking in the 1700's) These beliefs were:
Rationalism or reason and logic were the main source of knowledge.

Natural rather than supernatural forces govern the universe.

Use of the scientific method to answer basic questions about the universe

Human beings can be educated to achieve happiness and near perfection

Government should serve the needs of all the people who are guaranteed certain rights and
liberties

Unfair taxation by the kings of England and France

The absolute power of the monarchy over the lives of the people

Lack of representation by the citizens in the governing of the country

Oppressive laws such as trials without juries and being forced to keep soldiers in your home
during peacetime
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EVENTS SURROUNDING THE ENGLISH CIVIL WAR (1642-1649)

1629-1640  King Charles I refuses to allow parliament (the government) to meet
1642 Civil war breaks out between the Roundheads (the Puritans) and the Royalists or

Cavaliers (supporters of the king)

1649 Army of Oliver Cromwell (leader of the Puritans) captures King Charles I; the

king is beheaded

1649-1658  Restoration of the monarchy under King Charles 11, son of Charles I
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Answers:

1. Enlightenment ideas, unpopular methods of rule, economic distress, social injustice, religious intolerance, nationalism.

2. new forms of government, individual rights, nationhood, war, other revolutions, restrictions of freedom

3. absolute monarchy

4. Locke’s ideas about a contract between government and the people and people’s natural rights, including the right to overthrow an unjust government.

5. England; the Puritans

6. the French revolution and the revolution of Saint Dominique

7. Other nations often feel threatened by successful political revolutions and may join together against a nation where a revolution has taken place in an attempt to keep revolutionary ideas from spreading; the tension created by such alliances can lead to war.

[image: image3.png]EVENTS SURROUNDING THE GLORIOUS REVOLUTION IN
ENGLAND ( 1685-1689)

1685  James II, brother of Charles II, becomes king; he tries to restore an absolute monarchy
and Roman Catholicism as the state religion

1688- James I1 has a son who would be raised as the Catholic heir to the throne. The king also
requires all of his subjects to convert to Roman Catholicism.

1689- Threat of civil war; James II flees England; William of Orange and Mary, daughter of
James I1, become England's new rulers. (The revolution was called the Glorious
Revolution because there was no bloodshed).

EVENTS SURROUNDING THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION
(1770-1787)

1770 British troops kill American civilians in the Boston Massacre

1773  Colonists have Boston Tea Party dumping a shipment of British tea into Boston Harbor
1774  First Continental Congress meets to consider action against the British

1775 Revolutionary War between the American colonists and the British begins

1776 Declaration of Independence is written; colonists form the United States of America
1781 Americans defeat the British at Yorktown, Virginia in the last major battle of the war
1783  Treaty of Paris is signed; Revolutionary War officially ends

1787 The United States Constitution is written

EVENTS SURROUNDING THE FRENCH REVOLUTION (1789-1799)

1789 French treasury is depleted due to heavy financial support of the American
Revolution; King Louis XV1 asks for money from parliament (high court in
France)

July 14, 1789 People of Paris storm the Bastille (a fortress and prison); they steal weapons and
free prisoners

Aug 26, 1789 French assembly approves the Declaration of the Rights of Man and a

Constitution
1791 Revolutionary clubs from the middle class form a new assembly.
1793 King Louis XVI is beheaded

1793-1794 Reign of Terror; French Tribunal orders over 20,000 prisoners executed.
1795-1799 Revolution subsides; France vows victories against her enemies outside the
country

NAPOLEON'S RISE TO POWER IN FRANCE (1799-1821)

1799  Napoleon becomes a ruler of France and establishes a new government, the Consulate
1801 Napoleon centralizes the courts, schools, and the government under a new civil code,

the Napoleonic Code
1805 Napoleon defeats the combined Austrian and Russian armies at the Battle of Austerlitz
1810 Napoleon's Empire reaches its greatest size; his soldiers win many battles
1812 Napoleon tries to invade Russia; 300,000 of his soldiers perish in the terrible winter cold

1814 Napoleon abdicates (gives up his empire) and is exiled to the islands of Elba

1815 Napoleon tries to revive his empire; his troops are defeated at the Battle of Waterloo
1821  Napoleon dies in exile on the island of St. Helena
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THE INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION BROUGHT CHANGES ( 1750-1914) -

Power-driven machines replace hand tools in manufacturing

Invention of machines that increased production of steel, clothing, and food

Development of the assembly line - different workers perform each step in the manufacture
of a product

Prosperity and income for a rising middle class.

- Harsh working conditions such as long hours, disease, low wages, and unsafe work
environments

Rise of labor unions to protect workers

Decrease in agriculture-based economy, rural populations move to cities for work
Specialization of jobs to increase industrial production

CAUSES OF WORLD WAR I (1914-1918)

A new feeling of nationalism (loyalty to the interests and culture of one particular country)
Formation of military alliances or friendships such as those between Austria-Hungary and
Germany and between France, Italy, England, and the United States

Policies of imperialism (gaining more land for economic or political power) Examples:
Germany and France expanded colonies in Africa and Asia

- The assassination of Archduke Ferdinand by a Serbian nationalist; Ferdinand was the heir

to the throne of the Austria-Hungarian Empire, and Serbia was an enemy.

EFFECTS OF WORLD WAR 1 (1914-1918)

. Those killed, wounded, or missing amounted to 37 million people

Peace treaties between the Allies (Great Britain, France, Italy, and the United States) and the
Central Powers (Austria-Hungary, Germany, Bulgaria, and Turkey)

. Treaty of Versailles (1919) required that Germany limit its weapons, pay heavy fines, and

return territories taken during the war

Formation of the League of Nations (1920), a world organization that promoted peace and
understanding between nations

Changes in the map of Europe; Austria, Poland, and Hungary became independent nations;
Italy, Greece, and France acquired more territory

CAUSES OF WORLD WAR II

Harsh fines, inflation, and blame placed on Germany for losses of World War [

Rise of dictators (rulers with absolute power over a country) such as Mussolini in Italy,
Hitler in Germany, and Tojo in Japan

Fears of Communist expansion in Germany

Increasing militarism (creation of large armies) and imperialism in Germany and Japan

A worldwide depression (1929-1938) that created food and job shortages in many countries

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EFFECTS OF WORLD WAR II (1939-1945)

Those killed in the war numbered 55 million persons with trillions of dollars in damages
Peace treaties between the Allies (United States, Great Britain, France, and Russia) and the
Axis Powers (Germany, Japan, and Italy)

Dropping of the atomic bomb on Japan and the start of the Nuclear Age

Formation of the United Nations (1945), a world-wide organization dedicated to peace and
understanding

Start of the Cold War (military rivalry and tension between Russia, the United States, and

Europe without actual fighting)

United States becomes the most powerful nation in the world

PROBLEMS AND ISSUES OF OUR INTERDEPENDENT WORLD
POPULATION

Increase in fertility (rate of births) especially in poorest nations of the world — global
population will increase from present level of 5.4 billion to 14.2 billion by the year 2100.
Causes of population growth are: decrease in infant mortality (deaths), cures for many
diseases, and longer life expectancy

Solutions to population growth are: limiting family size, use of contraceptives (methods to
prevent births)

Depletion of natural resources such as oil, minerals, water, and oxygen, plants, and animals in
the rain forests

FOOD SUPPLY

. Increase in world's food supply due to technology (machines and computers), better plants

and fertilizers, pesticides that kill insect pests, packaging and refrigeration, and food
surpluses (extra food). Today one farmer can grow enough food for 78 people.

Unequal distribution (sharing) of food supply causes hunger and malnutrition (poor diet)
for over 500 million people in the world. The United States and Canada produce 80% of
the world's grain, yet they have only 6% of the world's population.

NUCLEAR WEAPONS

. Facts about nuclear weapons:

A. In the early 1990's, the world had over 54,000 nuclear weapons.

B. These weapons represented 3,000 times the explosive force of all bombs dropped in
World War II.

C. Since 1946, the United States, the former Soviet Union, and other countries have spent
over 5 trillion dollars on nuclear weapons.

D. Dangers of nuclear weapons include radioactive fallout (deadly particles falling from
the sky following nuclear explosion) and nuclear winter (a cooling of the planet caused
by dust clouds blocking the sun's rays).

WORLD HISTORY CONTENT SUMMARY
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Fears of nuclear proliferation (spread of nuclear weapons to other countries) resulted in

four important treaties:

A. Limited Test Ban Treaty (1963) — this agreement limited atmospheric testing of
nuclear weapons.

B. Nuclear Nonproliferation Treaty (1968) — this agreement restricted the keeping and
testing of nuclear weapons to five countries: Great Britain, France, China, United States,
and the Soviet Union.

C. Strategic Arms Limitation Talks ( SALT, 1972) — the agreement limited the number
of nuclear weapons the United States and Soviet countries could have.

D. INF Treaty (1987) — this agreement between the United States and the former Soviet
union banned nuclear missiles with a range of 300-3400 miles.

TERRORISM

Terrorism is the systematic use of violence and intimidation to achieve political goals.

1. The reasons terrorism is more common today are:
A. With modern technology, weapons are smaller and more destructive.
B. Terrorists make use of computers, cars, and airplanes to communicate and move more
quickly.
2. Examples of terrorist groups:

A. IRA (Irish Republican Army) — the aim of this group is to free Northern Ireland from
British control and reunite it with the rest of Ireland.

B. PLO (Palestine Liberation Organization) — based in the middle East, this group wants to
create a separate country for Palestinian refugees. Black September, an extreme terrorist
group in the Middle East, seeks to destroy Israel.

3. Recent terrorist episodes include:

A. The 1988 bombing of a Pan American Flight 103 over Lockerbie, Scotland killed 259
people on the plane and 11 persons on the ground.

B. The 1993 bombing of The World Trade Center in New York City killed 6 people and
caused over 600 million dollars in property and financial damage.

AGRICULTURAL REVOLUTION (1900 - PRESENT)

Important 20th century inventions include the gasoline-powered tractor, the green revolution
(improved plant and animal varieties that could feed more people), herbicides (weed killers),
and pesticides (insect killers), fungicides (fight diseases), and computers that run farm
machines and do bookkeeping.

TECHNOLOGICAL REVOLUTION

1. Technology involves inventions and discoveries that satisfy the needs and desires of people.

Benefits of technology: increased production of goods, saving on labor, and higher living

standards

3. Disadvantages of technology: environmental pollution, depletion of natural resources,
unemployment, and unsatisfying jobs

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[image: image7.png]4. Important 20th century technology includes the automobile, assembly line (each worker on a
line does one small task in the production of a product), roads and highways, motion pictures,
radio, airplanes and rockets, television, computers and superconductors (devices that carry
electricity with no loss of power).

MEDICAL REVOLUTION (1900-PRESENT)

Advances in medicine include vaccines (substances that help the body fight off diseases),
antibiotics (powerful drugs that cure infections), genetic engineering (changing a cell's
messages to cure diseases or produce new materials), laser surgery (burning diseased tissue
without harming healthy tissue), computer x-rays for diagnosing illnesses, pacemakers (for
heart rhythm), kidney machines, and synthetic (artificial) body parts.

CULTURAL REVOLUTION (1900-PRESENT)
