4. In what states did the Reconstruction governments last the longest?  What can you infer about the strength of African American political power there?  Do the statistics on the map support your inference?

5. As southern state governments returned to conservative rule, what can you infer about changes in the lives of African Americans in those states?

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THE INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION (1876-1900)

The industrialization of the United States following the Civil War was spurred by new
technology. New inventions, such as the light bulb, transformed homes and business life forever.
The abundance of natural resources, coupled with new waves of immigrants, allowed factories to
flourish. Transportation greatly increased with the building of the transcontinental railroad and
clipper ships. The people of the United States also became consumers of the new goods.

GROWTH OF CITIES (1870-1920)

The growth of major United States cities accelerated rapidly after the Civil War. The
growth of railroads allowed natural resources to be brought into cities. Many companies built
factories in the cities. Immigrants as well as United States citizens migrated to the cities from
rural areas. They moved for employment opportunities and because more goods and services
were available. By 1920, more than 50% of the population lived in cities. City planning could
not keep up with the rapid growth. As a result, problems with sanitation and disease grew in the
tenements (cheap apartment buildings) and slums (neighborhoods with high rates of poverty and
crime) until reform movements regulated city growth.

MINORITIES IN THE UNITED STATES (1870-1910)

Minorities in the United States from African Americans in the South to new immigrants in
the urban North experienced a loss of rights and status in American society. In the South, Jim
Crow laws were passed. In the case of Plessy versus Ferguson (1896) the Supreme Court
permitted segregated facilities for Blacks and Whites. Immigrant minority groups were often
subject to racist attacks. Because most immigrants did not understand English, they were often
taken advantage of by people such as landlords and employers.

Plains Indians were pushed into smaller and smaller territory. They were cheated by
government agents and treaties. In 1887, Congress passed the Dawes Act, a law which abolished

[image: image4.png]Indian tribes and gave each male 160 acres on a reservation to farm. The Dawes Act failed
because Native Americans were given no farm equipment or instruction, land developers were
allowed to buy two-thirds of the land, and Indians were provided no health care and little food.
Many starved or died of disease. Government schools for Native American children taught them
they were "savages," leaving them caught between two cultures. Many left the reservations to
work in the cities where they found more discrimination.

In 1860, railroad builders brought over thousands of workers from China. Many stayed
building the economy of the West. As their numbers grew, gangs started attacking them. In
1882, Congress passed the Chinese Exclusion Act which barred any more Chinese from
entering the United States for 10 years. This act was renewed several times and was finally
repealed in 1943.

AMERICAN INTELLECTUAL AND CULTURAL GROWTH (1870-1910)

THE UNITED STATES EMERGES AS A WORLD POWER

1. The United States desired to imitate European powers and acquire colonial possessions to
assure a supply of raw materials and world markets to sell surplus American goods .

2. The United States public was influenced by yellow journalism to pursue a war against Spain
to free Cuba. The sinking of the battleship Maine resulted in the Spanish-American War
(1899) which lasted only 4 months. Cuba was free, and Spain sold Puerto Rico, Guam, and
the Philippines to the United States for $20 million dollars.

3. President Roosevelt supported a rebellion in Panama (1903) that would set it free from
Columbia's control. In return, the United States was allowed to build the Panama Canal
(1914).

4. Secretary of State John Hay's Open Door Policy (1899) assured that all nations would have
equal opportunity to trade with China. The policy was reluctantly accepted by European
nations trading in China.

REFORM MOVEMENTS IN UNITED STATES POLITICS

1. Many problems caused by United States population growth in the early 1900's: poverty,
crime, and disease.

SOCIAL CHANGES IN THE UNITED STATES FROM 1900-1937

After World War [, a number of social and cultural changes took place in the United
States. All these occurrences made this a time for many first time changes and challenges to
United States society:

1. A war of generations began. The older generation's values were rejected by the younger
generation. This was the first youth rebellion in the United States.

2. Women were demanding their rights, especially the right to vote which was granted in the
19th Amendment

3. Fundamentalist religious beliefs clashed for the first time with new scientific theories..
| 4. Prohibition begins - 18th Amendment passed forbidding manufacture, sale. or transporting
of alcoholic beverages
5. Gangsters smuggled in beer and whiskey from Canada. Prohibition was repealed (1933).
6. Family incomes rose and fell as a result of the Great Depression (1929-1941).
7. Many technological advances: automobile, electricity, radio, movies
8. Jazz Age - musical example of revolt against tradition(1920-1929). Jazz music was very

popular.
9. Harlem Renaissance (1920-1940) - produced great achievements by Black artists in painting,
drama, dance, music, and literature

BUSINESS GROWTH IN THE UNITED STATES FROM 1899-1937

With the Industrial Revolution and the rapid growth of United States cities came many
changes in the role and function of business. Companies merged or were bought out instead of
competing with each other. Big business gained incredible power. It controlled much of the
politics of the time and government policy often helped big business. Public outcry against the
power of big business led to the election of political leaders who would regulate big business by
passing new laws and promoting competition wherever possible.

Some new regulations included tariffs, a tax on imported goods so Americans could
compete with foreign prices, and the creation of the Federal Reserve Board, which consists of
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[image: image6.png]the Secretary of the Treasury plus seven others appointed by the President to oversee banking
and interest rates. In spite of these safeguards, in October of 1929 came the Stock Market
Crash. Business had slowed. Prices dropped dramatically on stock market with everyone trying
to sell at once. People lost all their savings. In the Great Depression (1929-1941) 85,000
businesses shut down, and people lost their jobs. Over 400,000 farmers lost their farms. (No
one had money to buy their goods). Soup kitchens started, and malnutrition rose from 18% to

60% in children.

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE AMERICAN ECONOMIC SYSTEM

The United States uses a mixed market economy (free enterprise is allowed with some
government controls.) Business is driven by a profit motive, making a product with the
intention of selling it to make money. Entrepreneurs (people in business) freely create and sell
goods and services to consumers. The government ensures that competition exists by watching
to see that no company has a monopoly(only one company sells a product). The federal
government regulates business by controlling the interest rates banks can charge. It also
regulates the prices of some industries. The local government provides services to benefit
businesses such as fire and police protection. Other than minimal laws, the government lets
businesses operate without interference (laissez faire policy).

ORGANIZED LABOR IN THE AMERICAN ECONOMY

National organized labor has had a part in United States business from the 1870's to the
present day. Labor began to organize in response to the abuses that followed industrialization.
Long hours, hazardous work conditions, low wages and child labor were all becoming a part of
United States industries. Workers began unionizing to get their employers to improve working
conditions. Organizations such as the American Federation of Labor (AFL) and the Congress
of Industrial Organizations (CIO) demanded better working conditions for laborers and were
powerful lobby forces in Washington to change labor laws in Congress.

Today, since many previous labor issues are no longer a problem, people question why
labor unions still exist. Many feel that unions today artificially inflate the price of United States
labor. Companies hire cheaper labor in other parts of the world to do jobs that used to go to
workers in the United States.

THE BANKING SYSTEM

In 1913, the United States gained greater control over the banking system by creation of
the Federal Reserve System (the FED) as the United States’ central bank. The FED is divided
into 12 regions; each region has its own bank and branch offices. A board of governors,
appointed by the President of the United States to serve 14 year terms, controls the bank's
decisions. All national banks must join and are supervised by the FED. State banks have the
option of joining or not. One-third of all banks in the United States are members of the FED.
Consequently, the FED can change economic growth in the United States by changing the
interest rates on loans to banks, by buying or selling United States bonds and Treasury bills, or
by changing the money supply.
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ECONOMIC CAUSES AND EFFECTS OF THE CRASH OF 1929

Causes:

From 1926-1929 the economy was slowing.

By 1929, business inventories were three times higher than in the previous year.

Wages were so low that workers were not able to buy goods.

Shrewd stock holders saw what was happening and sold their stocks.

Small investors continued to buy stock, but with business slowing down, the stock was worth
less.

6. Suddenly, stock prices dropped so fast that everyone was selling. Soon no one would buy.

Effects:

1. The government set up new regulations to prevent unfair business practices.

2. People had borrowed from banks to buy stock, and now they couldn't make payments. Banks
were going broke and could not even give people what was in their savings accounts.

3. From 1929-1933, people lost their jobs when 85,000 businesses shut down, 400,000 farmers
lost their farms (No one had money to buy their goods), soup kitchens started, and
malnutrition rose from 18% to 60% in children. This become known as the Great
Depression.

CAUSES AND EFFECTS OF THE NEW DEAL POLICY (1932-1941)

Causes:

1. Widespread unemployment

2. Widespread bankruptey of businesses and farmers

3. Banking system was near collapse

Effects: The government set up a huge bureaucracy to help the people.
1.

Under the Agriculture Adjustment Act, loans were given to farmers, and they were paid not
to grow crops so prices would go up.

Congress created the TVA (Tennessee Valley Authority) (1933). Hydroelectric dams were
built to bring electricity to new parts of the South and provide employment and cheap
electricity.

. The Social Security Act (1935) was passed to provide retirement income for all workers.

Congress passed the Wagner Act (National Labor Relations Act) (1935) which setup a
board to monitor unfair management practices such as firing a worker who joined a union.

. The Works Progress Administration (WPA) (1935) was set up. It hired the unemployed to

build hospitals, schools, parks, and playgrounds. Workers included writers, painters, or
actors.

. The Fair Labor Standards Act (1938) raised the minimum wage to 40¢ per hour, set

maximum work hours at 44 hours per week, and ended child labor under the age of 16.
Roosevelt instituted the Black Cabinet (Black leaders to advise the President).

The Indian Reorganization Act (1934) was passed to protect Indian land. Other acts were
passed to provide employment for Indians.

CAUSES AND EFFECTS OF UNITED STATES INVOLVEMENT IN
WORLD WAR 11

Causes:

Germany and Japan were known in the United States as aggressor nations. They conquered
nations and peoples without the occupied people's consent.
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[image: image8.png]The United States Congress signs the Lend-Lease Act in 1941. This act supplied Great
Britain and the resistance movement with needed weapons and other war materials.
Negotiations between Japan and the United States broke off in November. The United States
was determined to keep the embargo (ban on trade) against Japan in place.

On December 7, 1941, Japan attacks the United States naval base at Pearl Harbor,
Hawaii. Congress declares war on Japan on December 8. Two days later, [taly and
Germany also declare war on the United States.

Effects:

1.

The victory over the Axis powers (Germany, Italy, and Japan) was largely due to the United
States’ involvement in the war. This fact elevated the United States to Superpower status
after World War II.

The Russian advance into Eastern Europe and the Allied advance into Western Europe paves
the way for a post-war division of Europe.

The United States' development and use of the atomic bomb in the war with Japan changed
the rules of war. Nations possessing nuclear weapons could be certain that if they were
used, the resulting radiation would create massive destruction of human life.

The post-war economy in the United States booms as Europe is rebuilt and industries in the
United States return to a civilian economy.

THE CAUSES AND EFFECTS OF THE COLD WAR

Causes:

Ideological differences increased between the Communist Soviet Union and the Democratic
United States and Western Europe.

The United States and the Soviet Union began disputing the fate of Europe. Those areas
controlled by the United States were allowed to have free elections and self-government. In
the areas controlled by the Soviet Union, the people were forced to accept rule by the Soviet
Union.

The Soviet Union also developed nuclear weapons. The Soviet Union and the United States
began Cold War relations. They could not fight each other with their nuclear weapons
because of the massive destruction of such a war.. Tension builds between the Superpowers.

In the Truman Doctrine (1947) of containment, the objective of the United States was to
stop the spread of communism.

NATO (North Atlantic Treaty Organization) (1945), an alliance between the United States
and Western Europe, was established to prevent a takeover of Western Europe by the Soviet
Union.

. Regional wars fought by the United States to prevent a Communist takeover of nations were

pursued in countries such as Korea (1950-1953) and Vietnam (1964-1973).

. Fear of communists in the United States was sometimes carried beyond normal proportions.

Senator McCarthy (1950-1954) used people's fear of communists to gain political power.
His unfounded accusations of massive communist infiltration of the United States
government and Army led to mass hysteria in the nation.
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[image: image9.png]UNITED STATES FOREIGN RELATIONS AFTER WORLD WAR II

1. The role of foreign relations was to promote stabilized democratic nations around the world.
A. The United States either actively supported or economically assisted wars aimed at
stopping communist invasion of democratic nations.
B. The United States provided economic assistance to help stabilize new or weak
democracies such as those in Nicaragua, Eastern Europe, and the former Soviet
Republics.

2. The United States became involved in peacekeeping missions.

A. Often, President Jimmy Carter became the third party arbitrator in international
disputes. For example, the United States became the third party in negotiations
between Egypt and Israel at Camp David (1978).

B. The United States has sent military personnel to support The United Nations'
peacekeeping efforts in such countries as Somalia (1994) and Bosnia-Herzegovina
(1995).

3. The United States used economic and military pressure to condemn policies that violate
human rights. For example, the United States imposed sanctions on and also bombed the
nation of Libya for Libya's sponsoring of international terrorism. Sanctions were also
imposed against South Africa for its policy of apartheid (separation of races).

PROTESTS AND REFORMS AFTER WORLD WAR II

Civil rights protests and the leadership of Martin Luther King, Jr. led to many reforms:

1. The Supreme Court ruling in Brown versus Board of Education ordered that schools be
desegregated.

2. The Civil Rights Act of 1964 protected the right of all citizens to vote, integrated public
places, and outlawed discrimination in hiring.

3. President Kennedy proposed "New Frontier" (1961) programs to fight poverty, disease, and
social injustice. After Kennedy’s assassination, President Johnson continued to promote his
plans.

3. President Johnson's plan, the Great Society (1964) succeeded in getting 50 new laws passed
to help the poor including Medicare and Medicaid.

INTELLECTUAL, CULTURAL, AND TECHNOLOGICAL CHANGES

Computer technology and new machines helped make the United States a leader in
science and technology. The space program has provided satellites that increased
communications as well as new products. These new technologies have made this the
"Information Age". Increasing energy needs has caused environmental concerns about the
safety of nuclear power plants, air pollution from burning coal and oil products, and atmospheric
warming. More machines have meant fewer jobs in factories and more people working in
service industries. In the 1970’s and 1980’s, millions of Asian and Hispanic immigrants arrive.
Immigration Reform and Control Act (1986) fined businesses that hired illegal aliens.
Barriers to employment for women and the handicapped were lifted.

ECONOMIC SYSTEMS
In traditional economies, tradition dictates what part each person will play in the

economy. This system practiced in underdeveloped countries allows little change from one
generation to the next. More advanced economies, such as socialism, favor the command
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[image: image10.png]economy. The government owns the land, banks, raw materials, transportation systems, electric
power, etc. and is the employer of all the people. In this system, there is little incentive to work
hard since everyone is paid the same, so production is low. In a market economy such as the
capitalism practiced in the United States, profit is the motive for work. Private ownership is
allowed, the role of government is limited, and individuals are free to choose their jobs and
location. Businesses make decisions based on supply and demand for goods and services.

FOREIGN TRADE

Each country in the world needs to import certain goods, depending on how much money
resources, and people it has. When countries specialize in a certain product or service (regional
specialization), world output is greater. Some countries such as the United States find it cheape:
to import (buy from a foreign country) goods than to make the goods. When foreign products
compete with United States products, we sometimes impose tariffs (taxes) which limit impeorts
prices will be about the same. Those who favor tariffs are called protectionists. When exports
(goods sold to other countries) exceed imports (goods bought from other countries), a favorable
trade balance is achieved.
