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EUROPEAN RIVALRY AND EXPLORATION IN THE NEW WORLD
(1492-1700)

Colonists from Spain, France, Holland, and England came to the New World for trade, freedom
of religion, political freedom, conversion of Native Americans to Christianity, wealth, and
adventure.

THE RIVALRY

For many European rulers and merchants, the New World offered opportunities for
wealth, power, and adventure. The rulers of Spain, Portugal, France, and England wanted more
territory so their power and importance would surpass everyone else’s.

SPAIN AND PORTUGAL — Explorers from these countries wanted gold and riches.
They also imported slaves to work on plantations. In addition, Catholic missionaries came to
bring Christianity to the Native Americans of Mexico and South America.

FRANCE AND ENGLAND- Explores from these countries visited eastern North
America about 1500. They also became fur traders, but after 1600, they established permanent
settlements. The French settlements were mainly in Canada. The British settlements centered on
the 13 colonies. In 1763, the British defeated the French in the French and Indian War. They
then won most of the French territory.

FACTORS LEADING TO NEW WORLD EXPLORATION

The Crusades (1100-1230) created a desire for spices and cloth

Desire for trade routes to India and China

Reliance on science (knowledge by observation) rather than superstition (unproven beliefs)
Improved technology: astrolabe (directed by the stars), compass, sextant (determines a
ship’s position), and caravel (a stronger ship)

Improved methods of warfare: guns, cannons, and horses

Desire for land, power, wealth, and conversions - “Gold, Glory, and Gospel”

Better maps and charts of the New World

Search for religious or political freedom

Answers
1. Pres. Monroe said that the U.S. would not become involved in conflicts between Europe’s powers on matters relating solely to European affairs.  When American rights are menaced, however, the U.S. might become involved.

2. The Doctrine states that Europe should no longer consider the Americas as a place for colonization.  The U.S. recognized existing colonies, but it would oppose any attempt by Europe’s powers to assert control over other independent nations in the Americas as an unfriendly act toward the U.S.

3. 1) The American continents were closed to future colonization.  2) The U.S. would not interfere in wars between European powers.  3) The U.S. would not interfere with existing colonies and dependencies.  4) Any attempt by a European power to oppress or control another American nation would be viewed as a hostile act against the U.S.

…..the occasion has been judged proper for asserting, as a principle in which the rights and interests of the United States are involved, that the American continents by the free and independent condition which they have assumed and maintain, are henceforth not to be considered as subjects for future colonization by any European power……


The citizens of the United States cherish sentiments the most friendly in favor of the liberty and happiness of their fellowmen on (the European) side of the Atlantic.  In the wars of European powers in matters relating to themselves we have never taken any part, nor does it comport with our policy so to do.  It is only when our rights are invaded or seriously menaced that we resent injuries or make preparation for our defense……..


With the existing colonies or dependencies of any European power we have not interfered and shall not interfere.  But with the government who had declared their independence and maintain it, and whose independence we have on great consideration and on just principles, acknowledged, we could not view any interposition for the purpose of oppressing them, or controlling in any other manner their destiny, by any European power in any other light than as the manifestation of an unfriendly disposition toward the United States….

[image: image4.png]CONTRIBUTIONS OF NATIVE AMERICANS TO THE NEW
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Native Americans contributed greatly to the success of the European colonies. They
taught colonists how to grow crops such as corn, squash, potatoes, and beans. They also
taught the colonists how to hunt wild game, make clothing for the new climate and make
shelters that would survive the long winters. In addition, Native Americans established a
vast network of trails and trade routes which greatly helped transportation and communication

between the colonies.

SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC LIFE IN THE COLONIES

Hardship and danger in the wilderness placed an emphasis on individual freedom, hard
: work, and self-reliance. Proprietors (wealthy merchants) financed the colonies and often
| owned large amounts of land. Each colony had a governor and a legislature, but the British
| government had ultimate control. Mercantilism was the main economic system. In this system,
the colonies sold needed raw materials to England in return for trade and military protection.

NEW ENGLAND COLONIES

The New England colonies included Massachusetts, Connecticut, Rhode Island, and
New Hampshire. Early settlers were Puritans and Pilgrims who had separated from the
Church of England. They sought religious freedom in the New World.

Life in the New England colonies centered around towns with a single church. Most
people earned a living by farming. Some New Englanders started small industries like fishing,
lumber, and crafts.

Contributions to democracy included the Mayflower Compact (1620) which guaranteed
Just and equal laws for all. Adult males also made laws for the community at town meetings.

MIDDLE COLONIES

The Middle Colonies consisted of New York, New Jersey, Delaware, Maryland, and
Pennsylvania. Dutch, Swedish, and British colonists settled here. William Penn who was a
Quaker (a persecuted religious group) became proprietor of Pennsylvania. Many persecuted
religious groups settled in his colony. In Maryland, Roman Catholics could enjoy religious
freedom.

Farming, shipping, fishing, and trading were important in the Middle Colonies.
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, the city of brotherly love, was the largest city in colonial America.

Social and economic advancement was available to anyone who would work hard. Even
servants could obtain land grants or employment after their period of service was over.
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The Southern Colonies were Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina, and Georgia. In
1663, King Charles II granted land to eight proprietors of the Southern colonies. These
proprietors sold large tracts of land for plantations (vast farmland devoted to one main crop).
These colonies attracted wealthy landowners from the Church of England, French Protestants
called Huguenots, and indentured servants who could gain freedom after a period of service.
Life in the souther Colonies centered on plantations. The economy was based on single
crops such as tobacco, rice, indigo, and cotton.
African slaves were imported as laborers on these
plantations. Traders from the Southern Colonies
established a triangular trade route. (See map at right.)
From the Caribbean, they bought molasses to New
York to be made into rum. Traders then took some
of the rum to West Africa to be exchanged for slaves.
Then they brought the slaves to plantations in the
Caribbean or Southern Colonies where they bought
molasses again.

CAUSES OF THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION (1776-1783)

1. Colonialism - England buys raw materials at low prices and sells back products
to the colonies made from these materials at high prices.

2. Navigation Acts (1660’s) - American colonists could ship products only on English ships
and trade solely with England.

3. Writs of Assistance (1751) - English officials could search any home, building, or ship without
the owner’s permission.

4. The Stamp Act (1765) - high tax on newspapers or other printed material.

5. Boston Massacre (1770) - British troops kill five American civilians.

6. Boston Tea Party (1773) - colonists protest high tax on tea by dumping a shipment of tea
into Boston Harbor. :

7. Intolerable Acts (1774) - English Parliament passes laws that limit trade and self-

government in the colonies.

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[image: image6.png]MAJOR EVENTS OF THE REVOLUTIONARY WAR (1776-1783)

| Spring 1775 - Battles of Lexington and Concord began the War. Paul Revere rides from

i Boston to Concord to warn the patriots that the British are coming.

TJuly, 1775 - Battle of Bunker Hill. The British suffer heavy casualties in the Massachusetts

battle. Patriot losses are light, but the patriots run out of ammunition.

1777 - Battle of Saratoga. General Burgoyne surrenders his 6,000 British troops to the

patriots in New York.

1777 - Atnews of the victory at Saratoga, New York, the French decide to fight for
colonies’ independence from Britian.

1778 - Fighting shifts to the South. Nathanael Greene leads forces in the South to victory
against the British. In the South, fighting was done through guerrilla war tactics.
Patriots would strike quickly and then disappear into the woods or swamps.

September - October 1781 - French naval and army forces join General Washington and the
Patriots to defeat the British troops at Yorktown, Pennsylvania. The British surrender,
and the Revolutionary War is over.

1783 - Treaty of Paris. Americans and British sign official peace agreement.

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THE GROWTH OF THE NATION (1789-1840)

The nation grew economically as factories increased the production of finished goods.

2. New territories were added to the nation as a result of the Louisiana Purchase (1803).

Under the Northwest Ordinance (1787), the territories from Ohio to the Mississippi River
were acquired. Under the Missouri Compromise (1820), new states in the North became
free states, and new states in the South became slave states.

Immigrant farmers from Northern and Western Europe, seeking cheap land, came to the
United States in large numbers.

Railroads and canals were built to ship supplies to and from these new territories. Most of
the railroads and canals were built in the North.

Eli Whitney’s invention of the Cotton Gin paved the way for cotton to be the leading cash
crop of the South. As a result, the landowners’ desire for slaves to bring in this crop
increased.

The War of 1812 (1812-1814) between the British and the Americans increased feelings of
pride and nationalism in the United States. Feelings of loyalty for the new nation emerged.

THE EFFECTS OF “MANIFEST DESTINY” ON UNITED
STATES HISTORY

. The Louisiana Purchase (1803) encouraged many people in the United States to believe in
Manifest Destiny. They believed that God’s will for the United States was to extend its ideas
and democracy from the Atlantic to the Pacific Oceans.

Lewis and Clark charted the territory of the Louisiana Purchase (1804-1806). Their
exploration were helped by their Native American guide and translator, Sacajawea.

Farmers began migrating to Oregon when they learned of its fertile soil and large annual
rainfalls. The path from Independence, Missouri to Portland, Oregon was called the Oregon
Trail.

The Mexican-American War (1846-1848) was started by Texans who decided to become
part of the United States. At the same time, U.S. settlers in California declared independence
from Mexico and formed the Bear Flag Republic. In the war which followed, the United
States was victorious. Mexico then gave up its land from Texas to California.

. In 1848, gold was discovered in California. For the next four years, the continuing gold

rush doubled the population of California several times.

THE GROWTH AND ROLE OF POLITICAL PARTIES IN THE
UNITED STATES

Alexander Hamilton, first Treasurer of the United States, wanted to begin a program of
rapid industrialization of the United States. His supporters were called Federalists. Thomas
Jefferson, on the other hand, wanted to keep the United States a farming nation. His
supporters were called Democratic-Republicans. These parties emerged as the two major
opposing parties in the early years of the nation.

. Alexander Hamilton promoted establishing a National Bank. He used a broad

interpretation of the Constitution to justify the government’s ownership of a bank. President
Washington approved of Hamilton’s plan, and the bank was created to issue paper money
and handle tax receipts.
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[image: image8.png]John Marshall, in the court case Marbury versus Madison (1803), established the Supreme
Court’s right of Judicial Review. The court now had the right to declare whether laws passed
by Congress were unconstitutional or not.

_ President Monroe declared to the European Nations that the United States would stop any
attempt on the part of European nations to recolonize the newly independent nations of North
and South America. Likewise, Monroe promised the United States would stay out of
European affairs and would not bother existing European colonies in the New World. These
statements became known as The Monroe Doctrine (1823).

5. The American System — Henry Clay wanted to make the United States self-sufficient in
war and peace. A protective tariff on imported goods was imposed. This action made the
Northern and Eastern manufactured goods more popular than European manufactured goods
in the South and West. In turn, the South and West could supply the North and East with food
stuffs and raw materials. Revenue from the tariffs would then by used to develop the West.
Much of his system of ideals passed Congress.

6. President Andrew Jackson believed he furthered democracy by appointing his friends and

allies to well-paying government jobs. This appointing of new people was called the spoils

system. Men without special status or education joined the ranks of the government. During
his administration, many states dropped their property qualifications to vote. His ideals of
equal access to government became known as Jacksonian Democracy.

INTELLECTUAL AND CULTURAL DEVELOPMENT PRIOR
TO THE CIVIL WAR

1. American literature flourished at this time. Writers such as Poe, Whitman, Emerson,
Thoreau, Hawthorne, and others captured the idealism and freedom of the early nineteenth
century. Their ideas reflected nationalism and a vision for an ideal America that questioned
industrialization.

2. During the early nineteenth century, the Temperance Movement (1850’s) began gaining
momentum. Reformers were concerned with overindulgence with alcohol. Later, they
advocated total abstinence from alcohol. They approved the Maine Laws, which regulated or
prohibited the sale of alcohol in states.

3. Other reformers such as Horace Mann (a reformer of education) and Dorothea Dix (a
reformer of mental health institutions) made a positive impact on society.

4. Crusaders for women’s rights like Sojourner Truth and Elizabeth Cady Stanton made their
views known at the Seneca Falls Convention (1848). This was the first assembly for
women’s rights.

5. Advocates for the abolition of slavery also made their views known. These abolitionists
included runaway slaves such as Sojourner Truth and Frederick Douglass. Douglass went
on to become the most prominent African American speaker for the abolitionist movement.
Others, such as William Lloyd Garrison, made their views known in “The Liberator”, a
famous newspaper. Another hero of this movement is Harriett Tubman, who led over 300
fugitive slaves to the North using the underground railroad.
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CAUSES AND EVENTS LEADING TO THE CIVIL WAR
(1861 - 1865)

Opinions about slavery divided the North from the South.

A. In the North, slavery was not permitted. In the South, slavery was promoted.

B. Northemers wanted slavery kept out of the new territories. They wanted the
inhabitants of the territory to decide by vote (popular sovereignty). Southerners
wanted slavery in as many territories as possible. They insisted that with each free
state added, a slave state would also be added to the Union.

Northern interests emphasized the promotion of industry ad commercial business. Southern
interests were generally focused on promoting agriculture.

John Brown’s failed attempt at leading a slave revolt in Harper’s Ferry, Virginia,
mobilized anti-slavery feeling in the North. His subsequent hanging in 1859 was portrayed as
a martyrdom in the North and helped unify the abolitionists.

The event which ultimately brought the United States to Civil War was Abraham Lincoln’s
election. He was firmly committed to keeping slavery out of all new territories and states.
Lincoln won, and the Southern states seceded from the Union.

EFFECTS OF CIVIL WAR AND RECONSTRUCTION
(1865 - 1885)

. Life and property losses - Both North and South lost a total of 234,000 persons with

382,000 wounded. Property and financial losses were over 4 billion dollars.

End of slavery in the United States - The Thirteenth Amendment to the Constitution
abolished slavery. Between 1867-1877, former slaves became senators and representatives in
Congress.

Harsh Reconstruction policies - The South was divided into five military districts, each
commanded by a Union general. Confederate officials could not hold political office. Slaves
must be guaranteed the right to vote. Ten percent of each state’s voters had to swear loyalty
to the Union.

Creation of the Ku Klux Klan (KKK) - to keep blacks and carpetbaggers out of office -
passing the black codes and poll taxes to limit the rights of blacks in the South.

Economic devastation for the South - many farms and cities were leveled. Two-thirds of
the railroad tracks were destroyed. In some places, 90% of all bridges were lost. Most banks
were also ruined.

Appearance of Scalawags (Southerners who sided with Northerners) and Carpetbaggers
(Northerners who wanted to get rich in the South). These groups took advantage of
Southerners.
